Hindawi Programming System (HPS) is a suite of open-source Indic programming languages.
It includes compilers for the Hindi equivalents of C, C++, lex, yacc, assembly, BASIC, etc. The
technology is scalable to all Indian languages. These allow people without a knowledge of English
to take up computer sciences and participate in the IT revolution at all levels of technology, from
primary school education to robotics and super-computing in their mother tongue. HPS has been
the recipient of FOSS India Awards 2008 and National Young IT Professional Award 2005.

A part of the development of HPS has been supported under the Sarai/CSDS FLOSS
Fellowship. Sarai continues to invite fellowship proposals for further development of Hindawi.
Some project ideas include HPS-Eclipse integration, machine translation of comments, porting
